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Thebibliography environment is native to ITEX and may be preferred
when the document will have few citations, when the document will be edited
by different people and coordination becomes difficult, or when a library for
BibTEX is not available with the required bibliography and for some reason
you do not want to do one. The bibliography should be published directly in
the document with the thebiblio-graphy environment, which will be placed
where you want the bibliography to appear. Each bibliographic entry will be
made through the bibitem instruction.

For example:

This document is an example of thebibliography environment using in
bibliography management. Three items are cited: The BETgX Companion book
[1], the Einstein journal paper [2], and the Donald Knuth’s website [3]. The
BTEX related items are [1, 3].
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
